Irregularly Shaped Items

Even though these types of items don't necessarily fit into standard packaging, there are ways to

protect them during shipping. Following these guidelines will help ensure a safe trip through our
distribution systems.

Protect the Items

Cover any protrusions or sharp edges with scraps of corrugated cardboard and tape them in place.
Cover all parts of the item that require protection.

Place a completed label and evenly apply clear tape over the whole label.

Remove any hanging tags from the outer packaging.

Note that shipping irregularly shaped items requires special handling and applicable charges will be applied.
